PROSPECTS FOR UKRAINE: The Ukrainian ambassador to Canada, Yuliya Kovaliv, will be giving a speech at St. Andrew's Church, 82
Kent Street, Ottawa, on Wednesday, October 9, 2024, at 7:00 p.m. The speech is entitled "Prospects for Ukraine: Ending the War and
Afterwards".

NATIONAL DAY OF TRUTH AND RECONCILIATION: Two years ago, the Dr. Peter Bryce Indigenous Scholarship in Medicine was
established by Knox Presbyterian Church (Ottawa) in cooperation with the University of Ottawa's Department of Scholarships and
Awards, with the goal of selecting one student applicant annually for an award of $2000. In the Fall of 2023, the Presbytery of
Ottawa endorsed this scholarship with the goal of encouraging congregations and their members to support the project. To date,
one scholarship has already been awarded. In order to make this an endowed scholarship, $60,000 is required and to date we have
already accumulated just under half of this amount. All donations can be made directly through the University of Ottawa (see
below).
